IMPORTANT REMINDERS

Important! St. Martin Parish has implemented an automated call system for the parents (guardians) of all students. You will receive a phone call
or e-mail when your child is absent/tardy, receives a failing grade on a test/assignment, has a discipline referral, or when emergency situations
arise.

Parents/guardians, it is very important that your child attends school every day. Absences and tardies play an important role in determining your child’s
academic success. Please follow the St. Martin Parish policy on absences and tardies. We encourage you to have your child present at school daily and
on time. If your child is absent due to illness, a doctor's excuse must be provided within 3 days of their return in order for the makeup work to be counted.

You may contact the School-Based Health Center for an excuse on the same day your child is sick and does not see a doctor.

Your child’s education is important to us. Instructional minutes will be guarded; therefore, parents will not be allowed to go to the
classrooms during instructional time. Please make arrangements to meet with your child’s teacher during their planning time, before
7:45 am, or after school.

MORNING/AFTERNOON PICK-UP DROP-OFF: ALL STUDENTS SHOULD BE DROPPED OFF IN THE HORSEHSOE AREA
BEGINNING AT 7:20 UNTIL 7:50 AM AND BE PICKED UP IN THE HORSESHOE AREA BEGINNING AT 2:57 - 3:20. No student
should be dropped off or picked up in the bus loading area or office. In the event of a doctor’s appointment or an emergency, your child
may be checked out through the office.

Any changes in the way your child goes home must be sent in writing to the office. Phone messages for changes in dismissal will not be
accepted. Please remember to update phone numbers and persons on your pick up list.
